1. Rest in the Lord. 11:1

• Relax, Repose, Recline 

•In the LORD I take refuge; How can you 
say to my soul, "Flee [as] a bird to your 
mountain;       Proverbs 3:5-6 Trust in the 
LORD with all your heart, And do not lean 
on your own understanding.  In all your 
ways acknowledge Him, And He will make 
your paths straight.



1. Rest in the Lord. 11:1

• Relax, Repose, Recline 

•Psalm 55:22 Cast your burden upon •Psalm 55:22 Cast your burden upon 
the LORD, and He will sustain you; 
He will never allow the righteous to be 
shaken.

•1 Peter 5:7 casting all your anxiety 
upon Him, because He cares for you.



2. Remember –
God is in Control. 11:4a

• Ps 11:4 ¶ The LORD is in His 
holy temple; the LORD'S throne holy temple; the LORD'S throne 
is in heaven;

•Genesis 18:25c Shall not the 
Judge of all the earth deal 
justly?"



3. Realize –
God Sees All. 11:2 & 4

•For, behold, the wicked bend the 
bow, They make ready their arrow 
upon the string, To shoot in darkness upon the string, To shoot in darkness 
at the upright in heart.   The LORD is 
in His holy temple; the LORD'S 
throne is in heaven; His eyes behold, 
His eyelids test the sons of men.



4. Remain –
In God’s Classroom. 11:5a

• The LORD tests the righteous

•Psalm 66:8-10 Bless our God, O •Psalm 66:8-10 Bless our God, O 
peoples, And sound His praise 
abroad, Who keeps us in life, And 
does not allow our feet to slip.  For 
Thou hast tried us, O God; Thou hast 
refined us as silver is refined.



5. Respond Properly–
Repent/Be Refine. 1 Peter 4:17

• For [it is] time for judgment to begin with 
the household of God; and if [it begins] 
with us first, what [will be] the outcome for with us first, what [will be] the outcome for 
those who do not obey the gospel of God?

•1John 1:9 If we confess our sins, He is 
faithful and righteous to forgive us our sins 
and to cleanse us from all 
unrighteousness.



5. Respond Properly–
Repent/Be Refine. Prov. 28:13 

•He who conceals his transgressions will 
not prosper, But he who confesses and 
forsakes [them] will find compassion.forsakes [them] will find compassion.

•2 Timothy 2:19 Nevertheless, the firm 
foundation of God stands, having this seal, 
"The Lord knows those who are His," and, 
"Let everyone who names the name of the 
Lord abstain from wickedness.



6. Refrain–
From Retaliation.  11:5b - 6

•And the one who loves violence His soul 
hates.  Upon the wicked He will rain snares; 
Fire and brimstone and burning wind will be 
the portion of their cup.

•Romans 12:19 Never take your own 
revenge, beloved, but leave room for the 
wrath [of God,] for it is written, 
"VENGEANCE IS MINE, I WILL REPAY," 
says the Lord.



7. Reprove & Rebuke–
False Teaching. 2 Timothy 4:2-4

•Preach the word; be ready in season [and] 
out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort, with 
great patience and instruction. For the time great patience and instruction. For the time 
will come when they will not endure sound 
doctrine; but [wanting] to have their ears 
tickled, they will accumulate for themselves 
teachers in accordance to their own 
desires; and will turn away their ears from 
the truth, and will turn aside to myths.



8. Respond– to the Needs 
of Others with Love. 11:4b

• His eyes behold, His eyelids test 
the sons of men.the sons of men.

• Those without a Relationship 
with Jesus, have moving or no 
Foundation.  

• They need us to share His Love.



9. Reach– New Heights 
of Righteousness.  11:7

• For the LORD is righteous; He loves 
righteousness;

• For the Believer – 2 Corinthians 5:21 He 
made Him who knew no sin [to be] sin on 
our behalf, that we might become the 
righteousness of God in Him.



9. Reach– New Heights 
of Righteousness.  11:7

• For the Unbeliever – Isaiah 64:6-7 For all of 
us have become like one who is unclean, And 
all our righteous deeds are like a filthy all our righteous deeds are like a filthy 
garment; And all of us wither like a leaf, And 
our iniquities, like the wind, take us away. And 
there is no one who calls on Thy name, Who 
arouses himself to take hold of Thee; For Thou 
hast hidden Thy face from us, And hast 
delivered us into the power of our iniquities.



10. Reflect–
the Glory of God 11:7b

• The upright will behold His face.

• 1 Corinthians 10:31 Whether, then, you eat 
or drink or whatever you do, do all to the or drink or whatever you do, do all to the 
glory of God.

• 2 Corinthians 3:18 But we all, with unveiled 
face beholding as in a mirror the glory of the 
Lord, are being transformed into the same 
image from glory to glory, just as from the 
Lord, the Spirit.
